Prior to the competition, the team
practiced for about a month, using
the pool at the nearby Brooklyn
Technical High School. Due to lim-
ited availability, the team practiced
just twice a week, usually late in the
evening.

The Lady Bears fared well in exhibi-
tion competition (as they are cur-
rently only a club team) against two
well-established swimming programs
that have their own pools on campus
and the chance to practice regu-
larly. In various heats that featured
up to six swimmers in each event, St.
Joseph's recorded secosmace
finishes in five of the 14 events and
finished in third or better in 10
events. Although St. Joseph's lost
the dual meet to both Sarah Law-
rence (7944) and New Rochelle (71
53), coachLeonard DiVirgilio

could not have been more pleased.
